	Product Packaging
	· Software application utilizing industry standard hardware and software platforms

· Scalable; manages bandwidth from 128 Kbps to 100 Mbps

· Flexible; can take advantage of latest advances in interface technology
	· Primarily re-packaged proprietary systems

· Packaged with routers, gateways, firewalls – require displacement of existing units

· Configurations limited by dedicated hardware

	Intelligent IP Traffic Management
	· Evaluates available bandwidth capacity 100 times per second

· Adjusts (shapes) individual or aggregate bandwidth usage based on network conditions (normal or congested), immediately and non-intrusively

· Shapes traffic for up to 50,000 subscribers

· Fault tolerance- automatically transfers traffic to “stand-by” system upon recognition of hardware/software problem
	· Provide only a singe level of management

· Limited flexibility of where it can be placed in network

· Unable to define a classification to both control aggregate traffic as well as individual rate controls of subscribers comprising it

· Reacts to the controls that were established versus responding to the current state of the network

· Limited to managing 1000 subscribers per system

	Response to Congestion
	· Directly affects the traffic on the “Pipe” on which it sits. Shapes traffic immediately and non-intrusively

· Enables a variety of allocation schemes (guaranteed, preferred, equitable) for distribution of available bandwidth across all subscribers, during network congestion

· Ensures maximum bandwidth utilization because its adjustments are based on actual measurements
	· Non-predictable, due to requirement to estimate round-trip Internet latency times; Internet latency is difficult to predict

· Cannot react to congestion faster than round trip latency which averages between 90-120ms

· Intrusive; manipulates TCP packets

	Autodiscovery and Configuration
	· Discovers network topology and displays the hierarchical representation of the entire network.

· Automatically discovers all subscribers within the topology

· Virtually eliminates manual configuration time

· Efficient administration through network operator defined criteria “search” tools
	· Based on their approach lacks the ability to autodiscover the network and the subscribers within the network topology.

· Manual intensive resources required to manage network topology

	Performance Visibility
	· Monitors in real-time who is consuming bandwidth, at what rate and when

· Provides new visibility into the network to improve service management

· Provides real-time subscriber reports based on up-to-the-second performance criteria

· Historical reporting based on selected time intervals
	· Statistics for real time analysis are often not available

· Based on their approach cannot provide visibility of actual network conditions.
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
